VI. President’s Report 






Information / Action
President Porter reported on the following: 
· He said that he had a Nevada Student Alliance (NSA) meeting on Monday, April 8th. It went well. He talked about the constitutional revisions GBC is making. There was a lot of debate about whether or not the Chancellor’s office would be funding NSA, which the Chancellor denied. He talked about the NSA account included in the constitutional revisions that SGA will be putting aside money in for the years to come. Vice-Chancellor, Crystal Abba liked his idea. He said that hopefully the other institutions can take note and discuss options that will fit them. He said that they discussed diversity in orientation as well as the grade appeal policy. 

· He said that they had their second Budget Taskforce meeting today, and that it is progressing well. 

· Vice President for Academic Affairs, Mike McFarlane, reported during this report as well. He said that he oversees the faculty. He also is the Accreditation Liaison Officer, which makes him the liaison between GBC and the Northwest Commission on Colleges and Universities, GBC’s regional accreditor. Every college in the nation that receives federal aid has to be regionally accredited. To be regionally accredited, GBC must meet a number of standards that are published. He said that they have written a report called a “Self Study,” which is a response to how GBC is fulfilling all of the standards. The report is online through the GBC website. On the Homepage, under “Administration,” there is a tab called “Accreditation.” It is broken down into five chapters. He said that bookmarks and posters with the two-part mission statement have been distributed around campus. The first part of the mission reads “Great Basin College enriches people’s lives by providing student-centered, post-secondary education to rural Nevada.” The second part reads “Educational, cultural, and related economic needs of the multicounty service area are met through programs of university transfer, applied science and technology, business and industry partnerships, developmental education, community service, and student support services in conjunction with certificates and associate and select baccalaureate degrees.” The report states how GBC is fulfilling its mission. There are three core themes that stem from the mission statement. They are: 1) provide student enrichment; 2) build bridges; 3) serve rural Nevada. The appendices in the back of the report contain indicators of how well GBC thinks it is doing in addressing those core themes. He said that there is a lot of data and information about graduation rates, people that start as freshmen and how many continue into the next year, course success rate, and each set of data is broken down by site. The report also talks about GBC’s financial workings, governance, planning, and assessment. He said that there will be a team of eight people on campus Monday, Tuesday, and Wednesday, who will evaluate and split up the different standards to look at. They are here to validate the report. They will write a report that will give commendations and/or recommendations. They may also express concerns. He said that they want students’ point of view, so there will be a student forum on Tuesday afternoon from 12-1 PM, which will be offered IAV. He said that they only come every seven years, which makes this very important. He said that they are here to help and advice GBC on how to make the school better. Senator Powell said that if he wasn’t involved in SGA, he wouldn’t know about the mission statements and he thinks that many students feel the same way. Vice President McFarlane said that is the reason for the bookmarks and posters around each site. He said that the accreditors realize that students probably don’t know it because they are more focused on other things. Director Frazier said that she will put out an administrative announcement to the students over Webcampus so that they are more aware. Vice President McFarlane said that all of the sites are using tactics to get the mission statement out to students. He said that a big part of the mission is the tied into the core themes. He said that student involvement is very important for the student accreditation forum. Most of the sites have been promoting the forum already. Senator Drain asked if there was a way to send a message about GBC from a student to the forum if someone cannot attend. President Porter volunteered to take any messages with him. There will be an exit interview at 10 AM Wednesday morning where the accreditors will give a summary of their findings. 
VII. Vice President’s Report

· He said that they are getting ready for Elections/Final Bash Week. The Board of Regents pictures are up and look good. He said that they picked up the pictures on Tuesday and they were put up this morning.

He said that there were two “Run the Board” winners in Elko.

· She said that the projected revenues for spring were $68,000, but the year to date actual amount is $57,059, which is 16% below budget.

· Elko: $54,745.88 - $21,077.62 left
· Ely: $651.85 - $848.15 left
· Pahrump: $1,904.54 - $1,595.46 left
· Winnemucca: $1,778.07 - $721.93 left
· She said that in regards to Elko’s budget, $10,000 still has to go to wages, and must cover graduation, elections, end of semester events, and travel for the month of June. She said that these expenditures do not include the last agenda’s items, or this agenda’s items.

VI. President’s Report 






Information / Action
President Porter reported on the following (due to the previous President’s Report, Director Frazier presented at this time):
· She said that there are nine election “course” sections. The student body has been divided into them. They are not all in one section because students can send a mass email to everyone in the section. She, President Porter, and Vice President Duran designed the front page. Students do not have access to the course until it is published. Then, students must accept the course. The front page tells students how long they have to vote. There is a link that goes out to Survey Monkey that will be populated with all of the names of candidates. Students are required to enter their ten digit student ID to vote and any duplicate ID votes will be invalidated. Each candidate will be entered as a “Teacher/Designer” roll to edit their own page before elections. She demonstrated how to edit and add things to the page. She said that if any candidates need assistance, they can make an appointment on the Elko campus, or connect with the center’s desktop if a candidate on another site needs her help. You can reach her at the following email: lisa.frazier@gbcnv.edu; phone number: 775-753-2147. She said that candidate should add the questions from the questionnaire, as well as other non-text mediums to make more of an impact with students. She believes that it will be the most attended election ever. When the courses are published, candidates will lose editing rights. The candidates will be able to make corrections April 15th through 22nd. It will close the 22nd at 8 AM. Students can ask questions of each candidate in their respective discussions. Candidates will be switched to a student roll when the course is posted live. Candidate will be enrolled in all nine sections of the course. If a question is asked in one discussion, it will not be in the same discussion. Senator Poulsen asked if they would have to post their information in all nine courses. Director Frazier said that candidates only have access to the section 1 category and once candidates are transferred to student status, she will transfer all of the information into the eight other courses. She encouraged candidates to make the pages their own and really show themselves off. Only current students will have access to the voting. She said that at the voting booths, the person manning the booth should check for student ID cards as a second layer of protection. If a student refuses the voting class, they can be reenrolled by Director Frazier if they contact her office. She said that all centers have high quality web-cameras for candidates to use if they want to make a video for their campaign page. Director Anderson said that SGA should let Jan King and the center directors know how the voting will be set up as a course so that any student dispute will be fielded appropriately.

B. Campaign Workshop





Information
Student Advocate, Adriana Mendez, will administer a Campaign Workshop to candidates who will be running for open SGA Positions.

DISCUSSION: Advocate Mendez said that in order to run candidates must have a 2.5 GPA or higher, have completed the required paperwork, and made their speeches. She said that next week, campaigning can begin. Candidates are allowed to spend $100 of their own money and can use Media Services, but must pay out of pocket. She said that they can’t use any other equipment on campus for printing campaigning materials. She said that all fliers must be approved by her and cannot include alcohol, drug paraphernalia, or firearms. If questionable content is posted to the candidate’s page, Director Frazier can edit their content after it has been posted. She said to email all campaign materials to her for approval, and if it is approved, it may be posted around campus. Sportsmanlike conduct is required to avoid disqualification. Candidates cannot campaign within 15 feet of the designated voting area. Campaigning includes posting fliers within the 15 feet or asking students to vote. She said that the voting areas will be determined by the center directors. Once campaigning is done, fliers must be removed. She said that if anyone has questions, to contact her. When candidates send their fliers to her, she will forward them on to the center directors to make copies to be hung.
