President Porter reported on the following: 

· He said graduation went well. He, Vice President Duran, Secretary Blair, and Senator Saili attended the graduation parties that Winnemucca, Ely, and Battle Mountain threw. They were very well put together and were a lot of fun. They received a lot of praise for graduation speaker, Regent Allison Stephens. He said kudos to Vice President Duran for bringing her forward as a candidate. 
· Nevada Student Alliance (NSA) and Board of Regents were on June 6th and 7th. He was elected the Chair of NSA and is making waves already. He is the first GBC President to obtain the position and the first President from a northern Nevada community college to ever receive the position. 
· The funding formula is carving out 2.5 million from northern colleges which translates to a 4% and 8% over the next two years respectively. 

· The next Board of Regents meeting will be held the 5th and 6th of September at GBC.

· She said that due to the lower enrollments of this year, some budgets came much closer than anticipated.

Elko: $60,047 from revenues of $57,083- total remaining carryover: $29,511

Ely: $1,400 from revenues of $1,500- total remaining carryover: $453

Battle Mountain: $674 from revenues of $1,050- total remaining carryover: $574

Winnemucca: $2,550 from revenues of $2,500- total remaining carryover: $875

Pahrump: $3,483 from revenues of $3,500- total remaining carryover: $579

A. SGA Budget 2013 – 2014





Information / Action
Senator Poulsen moved to approve President Porter’s request of the approval of the 2013 – 2014 SGA Budget.  Vice President of Business Affairs, Sonja Sibert, will also review the budget with the SGA Officers. Vice President Duran seconded. 
DISCUSSION: Vice President for Business Affairs said that this is an overall budget. She said that the carryover budget is at about $28,000. They planned for an increase in revenues from student fees with promising numbers for enrollment in the fall. Wages are the same. Fringe expenses increased a little and are based unemployment. The Operating Budget decreased by about $5,000. Travel increased for Vice President Duran to be able to go to as many Board of Regents meetings as possible. There is the already agreed upon $1,500 to NSA. Ely, Winnemucca, and Pahrump will continue with the same allocations. Battle Mountain’s will be increased to $1,200. Club balance was decreased to balance out the rest of the budget. Total expenditures are set at $74,200. The year has a positive ending balance of $13,800. (For comparison with FY2013, see attached “GBC- SGA- Budget FY2014.”) President Porter said that the NSA balance is from the percentage agreed upon earlier in the year. It was voted on by SGA and approved. The Operating Budget was determined through club participation, student participation, and the number of events that were held. He said that they are going to focus more on the larger events, rather than smaller events with small turnouts. Vice President Duran said that the larger events draw in more people such as Cosmic Bowling and movie nights, and focus on the bigger events. President Porter said that Bighorn Pantry was a line-item and was taken out of the Operating Budget. They also looked at recognition and awards. Vice President Duran said that they lowered the club amounts. A lot of the clubs are up in the air. In the past year, there were not many agenda items for clubs. He said that they are hoping that club participation will be the same, if not higher than this year. Student Advocate Mendez said that clubs are fundraising which is bringing in more money for them. Senator Poulsen said that she thinks it is a great idea to partner with clubs for some events. Vice President Duran said that they are going to help with club events. SNO is doing a Zombie 5K Run and SGA is going to help with that. Motion passes unanimously. 
B. Reimbursement of Battle Mountain Center


Information / Action
Vice President Duran moved to approve President Porter’s request of the reimbursement of $123.95 to the Battle Mountain Center’s Host Account for the purchase of supplies and food for the Graduation Celebration held at the Battle Mountain Center on May 14th, 2013. Senator Saili seconded. 
DISCUSSION: President Porter said that Battle Mountain didn’t approve money for a graduation party in time to be approved, so their Host Account paid for it. SGA is reimbursing them because they usually help by paying for the parties. Most of the expense is for food. Motion passes unanimously. 
XIV. Public Comment







Information

· President Porter reminded everyone that semester planning should be started early. The next meeting is on July 26th at 12:30 PM. He needs all agenda requests by the 23rd of July. The July meeting is when they begin to approve orientations, Welcome Back Week items, and year-long items, so it is very important that the requests are in by then. He said that he forwarded everyone the agenda request form that will need to be used for the coming year. Email the forms back to him once they are filled out. The last summer meeting is August 16th and regular meetings are every Friday after that. 
· Vice President for Student Services, Lynn Mahlberg, said thank you to the Officers and Senators that are leaving. She wishes all of them well. She said that on the behalf of all students, their contribution makes a huge difference. To the new Officers, she said to get a restful summer to prepare for the busy year ahead. 

· Student Advocate Mendez said thank you to Secretary Blair for all of her hard work, and thank you to Braxton Harris for his hard work as well. She said that they have been great assets to the team. 

· Vice President Duran said that they discussed it earlier in the semester, but asked if the Senators still wanted to have Programming Meetings, to brainstorm event ideas and do it for semester planning. There was unanimous agreement. 

· Vice President Duran said that if Senators would like to come up for the September Board of Regents meeting in Elko, they are more than welcome to attend. It will be September 5th and 6th, which is a Thursday and Friday. The most important day to be there would be Thursday. He said that they would love to have everyone here. It has been three years since the Regents were in Elko. Vice President Sibert said that if they cannot attend, it will be broadcast online and via IAV to specific sites (Reno and Las Vegas). President Porter said that there will be important agenda items discussed at this meeting.
