M. Proposed Course Lab Fee Changes



         Information
Vice President for Business Affairs, Sonja Sibert, will discuss proposed course lab fee changes for classes that start with the Fall 2014 Semester. DISCUSSION: 
This is part of an annual process that we go through each year at the December Board of Regents meeting; the Regents take under consideration any changes in student fees and any special course fees or lab fees that exceed $50. Faculty will look at classes with labs and see if their lab fees should be reduced or increased based on the cost of lab materials. The faculty, deans, vice presidents can recommend amounts of fees, and then take them to students who are going to be affected. This year are changes in the nurses and radiology classes, because the amount of simulation labs and the costs for supplies in the labs are very expensive. In order to meet the costs of the supplies they have to increase the lab fees. Fees that are being proposed now during the December meeting will not go in to effect until Fall 201 Semester. She came to SGA to see if it was ok to move forwards with these fees, to which President Porter said that he will take it to the nursing and radiology students and see what they think.
N. SGA Committees

Vice President Duran will discuss the possible Committees SGA Senators could participate in to be in accordance with the SGA Constitution Article III, Section B (5) (b) stating that Senators “shall participate in at least one SGA committee per semester…” DISCUSSION:  To be more accurate on following the bylaws and constitution, there will be more committees added. The four proposed committees are: Bylaws committee, Programing Board Committee, Community Service Committee, and Facilities Committee. These committees will be considered AdHoc committee so that it won’t fall under Nevada Open Meeting Law. These committees could be recommending bodies to the board. Vice President Duran said that the sooner the Officers decide on committees, the sooner they can contact Robert Hannu, Interactive Video Coordinator/Technician, to put in room requests.
