· Budget Taskforce meeting was productive as well. during this meeting they finished fgoing to the survey results that was put together and concluded the business for the Budget Taskforce committee, and the final decisions will be made by the President and Vice Presidents. 

· There was an NSA meeting on Monday. Not a lot was discussed because the NSA logo was not done yet. Brooke Nielson, Vice Chancellor for Lagal Affairs, attended and she gave the same presentation that our legal counsel John Albraich gave at our Fall retreat about Nevada Open Meeting Law. However, they were able to ask specific questions about the Nevada Open Meeting Law according to NSA. 
· On wedenesday was his weekly meeting with the Vice President for Student Affairs, Lynn Malhberg, and he gave her an update about the November events and what the different Senators were doing for the respected campuses. He also had an E-Learning committee meeting later that day. During this meeting they had presentations from the different work groups, from remedial Math and English, on their findings and comments about reports about practices in their own classes; this will also help the E-Learning committee different ideas on what would work and should be implemented elsewhere.
