A. 67th Annual International Meeting for the SRM


Information / Action

Senator K. Powell moved to table GBC’s Basin Biology Association Vice President, Melissa Mahlberg’s, requests of a cap of $500.00 in SGA funding to subsidize the cost of attendance of two club members to the 67th Annual International Meeting for the Society of Range Management’s “From Dusty Trails to Waning Wetlands” presentation to be held in Orlando, Florida on February 8th-13th, 2014. B. Winnemucca Week of Love (Love Your Body Week)

DISCUSSION: Senator Ramirez said that she and Senator Poulsen wanted to make gift baskets for the nutritionist, the yoga instructor, and the person organizing their walk for their February event week. C. Winnemucca Coffee Station

Powell moved to approve Senator Poulsen’s request of a cap of $75.00 to purchase supplies, and a cap of $100.00 to purchase snacks and refreshments for a Coffee Station to be placed at the Winnemucca Center on February 24th-25th, 2014. Vice President Duran seconded. DISCUSSION: Senator Ramirez said that students liked it last semester and they are doing it again; they are requesting the same amount as well. Motion passes unanimously.
D. Feed the Need Food Drive Contest Prizes



Information / Action
Senator Ramirez moved to approve Vice President Duran’s request of a cap of $500.00 to transfer to GBC clubs for prizes won during the Feed the Need Food Drive which was held on the Elko Campus on November 11th-22nd, 2013. Secretary Saili seconded. DISCUSSION: Vice President Duran said there was a tie between the Radiology (RAD) and Student Nurses Organization (SNO) clubs, who are already getting the previously approved money into their accounts. There was also a tie for second place between the Phi Theta Kappa (PTK) club and the Tabletop club; this would cover the expense of awarding both clubs the second place prize which is $200 each. Skills USA came in third place, and they won $100. This money will be used to pay for those winnings to be put into the respective club accounts.  Senator B. Powell abstained, motion passes. 
E. NSA Constitution Revisions






  Information
SGA Officers will discuss possible revisions to the Nevada Student Alliance Constitution. These are revisions that have been in discussion of NSA and may be taken back to the NSA for consideration. DISCUSSION: These were the corrections made last year, but the NSA could not pass the revisions, since the corrections would need to be taken back to the NSA members to have further discussions. Their main focus was on section 210 and section 310. President Porter suggested that all the Presidents take it back to their respective boards and get a second opinion on it. There was a lot of discussion on section 210.2 and how the three positions of Chair, Vice Chair, and Secretary should only be held by the Student Government Presidents, and not necessarily a voting representative that is appointed and may not be a president. All the Officers agreed that President Porter made the right decision in voting this down, only because they wouldn’t feel comfortable if somehow a college freshman were the Chair, Vice Chair, and/or Secretary.
