Under Battle Mountain Senator report, the beginning of the last sentence is incomplete; remove the period after idea, and put a comma, and ‘she’ should not be capitalized. Senator Phizacklea and Senator Lopez abstained. Motion passes. 
VII. President’s Report 






     Information Only
President Alex Porter discussed current SGA events and his current activities as SGA President.

· He read a thank you note from the Basin Biology Association Vice President, Melissa Mahlberg, which said: she was able to attend the 67th Annual International Meeting for the Society of Range Management. She learned a lot and she is grateful that she had the opportunity to attend, and she thanked SGA for supporting her trip.
· He and Vice President Duran left on Monday, March 3rd, to go to Las Vegas for the Board of Regents meeting. They spent the night in Ely and had the opportunity to meet with Senator Moore and Senator Harrison. They traveled to Pahrump on Tuesday and were able to meet and train Senator Lopez and Senator Magee, and he said that it went well. On Wednesday, they were able to get a tour of Nevada State College (NSC); and the Nevada Student Alliance (NSA) dinner was that same night, and both went very well.

· There was an NSA meeting Thursday morning, and they discussed the tuition and fee increases, along with the results of the student forums. There was a motion to make a proposal to the Board of Regents to move the discussions and vote on the tuition and fee increases to the Special Board of Regents meeting in April instead of June. The reason being is that the students will not be on campus in June, and that they wanted students to attend this meeting and maybe say a few words to the Board of Regents in regards to their tuition and fees rising. The motion was unanimously approved by the NSA. He, as the NSA Chair, reported during the Board of Regents meeting on Friday and said a few words about the tuition and fees increase proposal. He said that it was well received, but the decision was not made right then; it will probably be during the Special Board of Regents meeting in April. 
· He also said that he and the other Student Government Presidents had the opportunity to speak in front of the Board of Regents about the tuition and fee increase; he said that he hoped that this idea made a statement to the Board of Regents. 

· The ad hoc Committee on Institutional Service Areas and Shared Services minutes and recommendations from their last meeting were approved during the Board of Regents meeting, and GBC now is servicing Mineral, Lincoln, Esmeralda, and Pershing Counties. GBC’s service area is now 86,514 square miles. This will definitely go in to effect come fall semester.
· He and Vice President Duran had a meeting this morning with President Curtis, and they talked about the Commencement Speaker. 

· He is looking forward to the Senators’ event week, and they are already planning for April events.
