VII. President’s Report

A. President Alex Porter discussed current SGA events and his current activities as SGA President.
· President Porter said that it has been a very busy week with meetings, events, elections, and classes. He said that there was a Nevada Student Alliance (NSA) meeting on Monday, and they approved the NSA Constitution revisions.  Chancellor Klaich had requested student input on the Senate Bill 391 to give to the subcommittees who are working on this bill. He wants to hear what students think. They also talked about making an NSA special meeting on April 28th to discuss an NSA stance on SB 391. 

· Special Board of Regents meeting on April 25th and there will still be a vote on the tuition and fees increase during this meeting, but there will be discussions during about this item during the next board meeting. He encouraged the Officers to input their thoughts on this particular item. 

· There was an E-Learning taskforce meeting on Wednesday. They discussed the remedial Math and English workgroups. The presentation for the Math group was very well put together and they were prepared. The English workgroup is trying to find a vendor that will be beneficial for this program. The Chancellor had mentioned during this meeting that the reports for these workgroups need to be more precise and exact. 
· Coming up is the President’s Award Ceremony on April 24th. He said that there have been no travel forms submitted, and he encouraged everyone to make sure they turn those in as soon as possible to avoid conflicts. He said that if anyone needed help, they can contact the Executive Board.
VIII. Vice President’s Report

A. Vice President Isaac Duran discussed current SGA events and his current activities as SOLAR Programming Board Chair.
· He said that it has been a very busy week. SOLAR meeting was cancelled this week, and he is looking at cancelling the SOLAR meeting on May 1st as well. Next week will be the last SOLAR meeting of the semester. He hasn’t gotten confirmation back yet from IAV Coordinator, Robert Hannu, but as soon as he knows he will let the Officers know as well as the off-site clubs.

A. Student Advocate Adriana Mendez discussed current GBC events and items concerning SGA.

Senator Magee seconded. DISCUSSION: President Porter said that last Fall Semester there weren’t enough food for the students on the Elko campus during orientation. Vice President Lynn Mahlberg’s Assistant, Yvonne Sutherland, contacted him and said that there was an outstanding charge on Vice President for Student Services, Lynn Mahlberg’s host account. She had looked in to it and found that it was from SGA. 
B. SkillsUSA – Stan Popek BBQ




  For Possible Action
Senator Phizacklea moved to approve SkillsUSA Treasurer, Bryce Powell’s, request of a cap of $350.00 in SGA funding to be transferred to the SkillsUSA club account to purchase food and refreshments for the Stan Popek BBQ fundraising event to be held on the Elko Campus on May 8th, 2014. Senator Avila seconded. DISCUSSION: SkillsUSA Advisor, Norm Whittaker, said that this BBQ is to raise money for the Stan Popek scholarship offered here at GBC. They are planning to make BBQ plates and selling them to raise the money that they need. Senators B. Powell and K. Powell abstained, motion passes. 
C. SkillsUSA - Emergency National Competition Fund

  For Possible Action
Secretary Saili moved to amend SkillsUSA Treasurer, Bryce Powell’s, request of a cap of $5,500.00 to $5,000 in SGA funding to be transferred to the SkillsUSA club account to provide an Emergency Fund when covering the cost for the SkillsUSA National Competition entrance fee by April 28th, and events to be held in Kansas City, Missouri on June 22nd – 28th, 2014. Senator Phizacklea seconded. DISCUSSION: SkillsUSA Advisor, Norm Whittaker, said that there are deadlines that they have to make in order to be able to attend this competition, and these deadlines are coming up fast. They need the money to reserve their spots and not get kicked out of the competition. He also said that once they have the funds from the local donors, they will be able to pay the amount back to SGA. Senators B. Powell and K. Powell abstained, motion passes. 
D. Battle Mountain Graduation Luncheon

Vice President Duran moved to approve Senator Rebecca Linville’s request a cap of $350.00 to purchase supplies and gifts, and a cap of $350.00 to purchase food and refreshments for a Graduation Luncheon to be held at the Battle Mountain Center on May 14th, 2014. Senator Avila seconded. DISCUSSION: Senator Linville said that this they are working with a local vendor to make a graduation cake, and they are having Port-of-Subs for their graduation lunch. Motion passes unanimously.
