XIII. Issues and Concern/Public Comment

Student Advocate Smith left the meeting at this time to avoid conflict with her position.

Senator Cast spoke of trying to create an Activity Department to Student Life.  He is asking everyone to help get signatures to petition the College Administration to add this position. Jim Flanders asked for a donation of $250 for the Winnemucca Relay for Life team. 


This is a separate team from the previous approval. President Phillips needs a request for next weeks meeting.

Elections

Student Advocate Smith – starts with the positive- we had double the turnout from last fall.  People studied the candidates more than any other election. We had a goal of 600 students voting and we fell short of that goal. We need to look internally to fix the shortfall. Possible changes: Extension of campaign period, shorten days of voting. 

7.1% of student population voting is not enough to get things done.  How to get Battle Mountain, Ely, and Winnemucca involved. How can we change the process to get more students involved?

President Phillips – we had a race this year, but what about next year? A lot of campuses are using online voting. Sean Thompson believes he may be able to develop the technology to allow GBC to do that. It would create a pop-up window every time the student logged in through the election or until they voted. Maybe we could move the voting box to different locations to get more votes.

Stacy Potter thought that extending it would be a great idea. Only one week is extremely difficult. She also commented that she heard several people were troubled and bot likely to vote again next year because they were asked who they voted for and felt that voting was private and not the candidates’ information. We should be thanking them for voting instead.

Secretary Trott agreed that the extension of the campaign period would be beneficial. He also added that some Elko Senators were looking at coming to Ely to encourage student government in Ely with a BBQ or something similar.

Senator Ulrich liked the idea of online voting and even thought having the candidates’ pictures with their speeches online would be helpful.

Senator Cast moved to adjourn the meeting at 4:20pm. Senator R. LeSpade seconded. Motion passed.
