A.  Year End Report

Secretary Gallegos moved to approve the year-end report; Senator Rivera seconded. Treasurer Flint explained the year-end report. Battle Mountain’s ending was $822.23.l Ely’s ending was $162.16. Elko’s ending balance was $12,531.46. Winnemucca’s as written on the report is negative $231.11 Treasurer Flint explained that Winnemucca’s actual ending is positive$368.89. Treasurer Flint also made note of the $600 transfer in May. The ending budget balance for all of the campuses combined was $13,884.74; the actual ending balance was $30, 691.80. Motion passed.
B.   Recreation Room Revenue Report
Senator Potter moved to approve the Recreation Room Revenue Report. Senator Heise seconded. Treasurer Flint explained why the deposit amount did not equal the amount that was pulled out of the games. The checks from Tip Top Amusement were as follows: May 8, 2006 = $11.70; May 25, 2006 = $12.68; June 27, 2006 = $13.58; July 11, 2006 = $10.88.
Treasurer Flint referred to Senator Heise. The grand total for the entire year added was $365.47. Motion passed.
