A. June 2006 Treasury Report

Treasurer Flint explained the June 2006 Treasury Report: our ending budget balance is $13,864.49; Battle Mountain’s ending balance is $822.23; Ely’s ending balance is $685.48; Winnemucca’s ending balance is -$251.36, but we did do a transfer of $600 in May that did not show up on the treasury report, but it will be adjusted in the year end report. Our actual ending balance is $29,950.53.

B. 2006-2007 Budget – Advocate Smith
