VII. Treasurer’s Report

A. April 2006 Treasury Report
Secretary Gallegos moved to approve the April 2006 Treasury Report. Senator Heise seconded. Treasurer Flint thanked former President Phillips for helping her immensely. The ending budget balance was $29,241.46; the Elko ending balance was $27,627.01; the actual ending balance was $43,531.82. Battle Mountain’s ending budget balance was $822.23; Ely’s ending budget balance was $685.48; Winnemucca’s ending budget balance was $106.74. Student Advocate Smith asked Treasurer Flint on the difference between the ending budget balance and the actual budget balance. Treasurer Flint replied that the ending budget balance is amount proposed for the budget whereas the actual ending budget is the actual amount of money that we have. Student Advocate Smith explained the fiscal year. Motion passed unanimously. 
B. May 2006 Treasury Report 
Senator Cast moved to approve the May 2006 Treasury Report. Senator Rivera seconded. Treasurer Flint explained that the ending budget balance for May was $15,274.53 and that the Elko ending balance is $13,660.08 and the actual ending budget balance is $30,315.07. Battle Mountain’s ending budget balance was $822.23; Ely’s ending budget balance was $685.48; Winnemucca’s ending budget balance was $106.74. Motion passed.
