Secretary Rowley moved to approve a cap of $500 to sponsor the Winnemucca’s GBC American Cancer Society’s Relay for Life Team.  Treasurer McRaney seconded.  Motion from February 23, 2007.

Senator Metzler noted her concerns and comments about the activity.  She mentioned that she had been involved last year, and that the money this year would go towards providing a base to raise funds for the teams.  President Rowley noted that the money would be used as start-up funds to help create a foundation for the fundraiser to build upon.  She mentioned that the money would be coming out of the Elko budget due to the limited funds available in the Winnemucca account.  She noted that this was not an area of concern because there had been another set of student fees transferred to the SGA account.  Senator Metzler noted her concerns about the allocation of funds, and that she had mixed emotions towards passing the cap.  President Rowley noted that this is something that SGA has always sponsored, and that this actually would be of benefit to the students.
