XII. Items Laid on the Table

A. Sigma Alpha Pi




Information/Action

Marcus Cast requests that Sigma Alpha Pi or SAP be recognized as a student club on the Great Basin College campus.
Senator Williamson moved to remove Sigma Alpha Pi item from the table. Senator Ramirez seconded. Motion to remove the item passed with one nay. 

Marcus Cast brought his copy of the new documents that were not at the meeting last time. He brought his only copy of the adapted constitution, the only copy of the bylaws, and the only copy of the new club form. Cast also brought copies of the SGA Constitution. Cast said that they also had another person volunteer to be the advisor. Cast pointed out that Pat Phillips is the new advisor and has worked for the college for eight years and isn’t going anywhere. Cast said that they have met all of the criteria that the SGA Constitution stipulates that is needed to become a club on campus.
Senator McRaney wanted to know if that on top of the $3,000 needed to fund this club, will the students be paying out of pocket to become a member.

Pat Phillips stated that how the club gets its money is not up to SGA.

Marcus Cast stated that this club would not cost anything out of the Students’ pockets. They pay the $65 and that is it.
Senator Potter stated that it is not $3,000 and that it is $3,900; SGA needs to know how much money this organization will cost because it is possible that this organization will ask SGA for money in the future.

Marcus Cast said that it is irrelevant how this club will come up with funds. SGA is voting on whether or not we have met the criteria to become a club; SGA is not voting on how we fund our club.

Senator Rowley commented that at the previous meeting, Cast stated that he was very unorganized. Senator Rowley wanted to know if any of that had changed.

Pat Phillips answered by saying that Senator Rowley’s question was kind of a catch 22 question in that the way to organize a club is to be sanctioned a club; then when you meet with your members, you organize how you want to handle things as a club. If you are not a club, you are not allowed to meet to organize. It’s kind of a backwards question because you are not allowed to meet legally as a club on campus.
President Rowley stated that you can meet; there is nothing that says you can’t meet. In fact, you did meet on campus already. You can meet without being a sanctioned club, which is not the issue.

Senator Heise stated that after reviewing the paperwork, everything that was raised last time has been cleared up.

Senator Potter stated that it is not irrelevant to the students and to the spirit of Great Basin College. SAP states that this is supposed to be all about the truth, integrity, honor, and positive attitude. If that is what the club is supposed to represent, why are people being met in public parking lots being screamed at and cussed at? Why are SAP members blaming SGA for making them pay $65 to join this club that has not been finalized? This is turning into personal vendetta. The whole spirit of this thing is not contributive at all.

Senator Metzler commented that she had a personal phone call in regards to this exact situation from SGA; there’s not much integrity there.

Pat Phillips stated that she is a new advisor to this club and that she has a high level of integrity here at the college. She has worked here for 8 years. Her first goal here at the college is the students. These students joined this organization unaware of the political parking lot. They joined this club with GBC backing it. GBC brought a speaker. They are not aware of what has gone on behind the scenes. We need to make a decision on what is best for the students and not based on personal feelings in this room. It needs to be made on whether or not the criteria was met for this club in a positive stand with a new advisor. “It will reflect on GBC regardless of who denies it or who portrays it, the students joined it in good faith with Great Basin College’s name backing the people that came in to give the speech and the students that attended this meeting and paid their money. It was in good faith with Great Basin College, so what has happened behind the scenes, it needs to be set aside; start from scratch; start with a positive attitude, and work on being a great club.
Senator Henderson stated that if there are personal phone calls that are going out can almost hit across harassment, so you guys need to rethink what integrity means.

Senator McRaney stated that leadership is learned by example. People are getting stopped in parking lots and are getting nasty emails are not forms of leadership. It is wrong. You as a club should know that. Marcus Cast should know that because he has had past experience in that. Marcus Cast should let his members know.

Senator Rowley commented about the parking lot incident. She was the one who was harassed by SAP member. SAP and its members do not have integrity. Maybe you should talk to your members about integrity. If SAP has anything to say, do not stop SGA members in a parking lot, talk to the President; do not harass the members.

Marcus Cast said that he had no knowledge of anyone being stopped in a parking lot, phone calls, or emails. No one has said anything to him. Marcus Cast said if these things are going on, that he is very sorry and to come talk to him. You can ask any of the members; all that he encouraged was that the SAP members show up to the meetings, and to request that this item be put on the agenda.
Senator Andre LeSpade said that we should not automatically categorize the entire group of people with the group of people who are doing wrong. 

Senator Richie LeSpade wanted to add that we need to keep in mind that we are voting on whether or not they have met the criteria. We shouldn’t get too angry and go off of that one thing. Recognize them as a club and not as individuals.
Marcus Cast repeated that we are here to vote on is whether or not we have met the criteria. 

Copies of the SGA Constitution were made available.

Pat Phillips stated that we need to start on a positive note and give the students a chance. 

Heather Steel said that she was astounded that people have been attacked. We need to understand that students are frustrated. All that they see is that for some reason they are being blocked.

Senator Metzler said that she was thoroughly impressed with the changes that they have brought.

Senator Hooks said that Pahrump was not aware of a lot of the details of what is going on with the club packet and the other documents.
