President Rowley requests a cap $2000 for Chautauqua performer, Charles Pace to come to campus.  He portrays Malcolm X, W. E. B DuBois and Frederick Douglas, and would be part of a week long series of events to be held November 13th-17th on the Elko campus.
Senator Heise moved to approve a cap of $2000 for Chautauqua performer, Charles Pace to come to campus. Senator Williamson seconded. Lynne Owens started the discussion. $2,000 is only half of the cost. Charles Pace is very articulate and does a very fine job on portraying these characters. He would love to meet some student leaders. November is declared Human Rights Month, and Pace touches on this topic. Motion passed.

B. Sigma Alpha Pi

Marcus Cast requests that Sigma Alpha Pi or SAP be recognized as a student club on the Great Basin College campus.

 Secretary Gallegos moved to approve the request that Sigma Alpha Pi or SAP be recognized as a student club on the Great Basin College campus. Senator Ramirez seconded. Marcus Cast opened the discussion. Sigma Alpha Pi is the official club for the National Society for Student Leadership and Success. This club motivates and teaches individuals to have and succeed goals that they have set for themselves. This program was looked at being funded by Student Services, but now it looks as though the club will have to come up with its own funds. Cast said that they want to be able to have meetings here on campus and that they have 50 members. Cast would like to get more organized and active on campus. He would like to recruit more club members. Meetings would most likely be held in GTA 130. 
The constitution that SAP has is the national constitution for this organization. Senator Williamson wanted to know if Cast was opposed to putting GBC into the constitution. Cast said not at all, that it would be fine. Senator Potter commented that the 50 people that Cast called members are not members and will not be until the 50 people have completed certain tasks. Cast said that being a member comes with certain benefits. The website is www.societyofsuccess.com and that the 50 individuals are considered pending members, but they have paid their dues and now have access to all that alumni have access to.
Senator Rowley asked how much it would cost. Cast replied that this semester is free, but after that it is $3000 per semester. Senator Rowley wanted to know if Cast thought if now was an appropriate time to become a club when Cast himself said that it was unorganized and nothing is set in stone. Cast answered that there were legal issues about meeting on campus, and that there is a temporary advisor on campus right now who is helping him get organized.
Senator Heise asked how difficult it would be to change the constitution to reflect GBC. President Rowley said that the constitution should reflect GBC prior to sanctification. If it is approved now, it would be approved before having GBC reflected in the constitution.

Senator Chambliss asked about the advisor situation. Cast said that it would not be hard to find a permanent advisor.
Senator Ashcraft said that from a business point of view, it seems that SAP is not organized enough to get on its feet yet and to become a sanctioned club at this time. It sounds like there is a lot of chaos and instability. There is a lot of insecurities and uncertainties; she would like to see more organization and stability before voting on this item. 

Heather Steel responded to concerns about commitment that students have paid $65 with the intent of being a member.

Senator Heise moved to table item until the next meeting in hopes that there will be more information. Senator Rowley seconded. Motion to table item until the next meeting passed with one abstention.
