VII. Treasurer’s Report




Information/Action

A. July Report
Treasurer Flint explained to all of the guests what the Treasurer’s Report was. Battle Mountain ending budget balance was $1,000; Ely’s ending budget balance was $1,500; Pahrump’s ending budget balance was $1,500; Winnemucca’s ending budget balance was $1,500; Elko’s ending budget balance was $71,039.16. The total expenses for July was $8,460.84; the ending budget balance for July was $76,539.16; the actual ending budget balance for the month of July was $37,957.71. Treasurer Flint explained that we approved a budget of $85,000 and that this report did not match the $85,000. She explained that this was because it is just the beginning of the year and we have not yet received all of the money from the students.

Advocate Smith explained that the budgets for all of the branch campuses was not set in stone; we just go by how and what the campuses have done in the past.

Treasurer Flint talked about the added section of the Treasurer’s report called Revenue Report. She referred over to Senator Heise to explain how we restock our change machine. Vice President Cast was referred to in order to explain the arcade games and our 30% commission.
